BONFIRE NIGHT

In Japan, fireworks are a summer spectacle, but in
the UK, if you say fireworks, only one thing comes
to mind: Bonfire Night! It's an event on the Sth of
November, where we remember the failure of the
Gunpowder Plot of 1605. This is where a group of
people, including Guy Fawkes, were planning to
blow up the houses of parliament using gunpowder.
Guy Fawkes was arrested and the people of London
celebrated by lighting bonfires. It's not clear why
they celebrated this way, but maybe they were
making fun of the fact that Guy Fawkes couldn't
light his gunpowder. Nowadays, across the country
there are many fireworks displays. In many places,
there are also huge bonfires, upon which a statue or
effigy of Guy Fawkes is burned. To be honest, that
part of the tradition is quite gruesome, but the
fireworks are beautiful. These events often have
